The law is mandatory from the mother’s womb to the burial grave. It is illegal to 

determine whether a mother’s fetus is male or female. Before the independence of our country, 

women had been affected by sati after their husband’s death, child marriage, polygamy, dowry 

abuses, etc. Women breathed the air of freedom after the amendment of laws in favour of 

women. The Mahila Court was created exclusively for women, in particular. The POCSO Act 

has also been enacted for the benefit of women. Women face whatever problems can be resolved 

through law, they pointed out.
